an application for the indication expansion of the vascular embolization device DC Bead® (specially 

controlled medical device, “DC Bead”) for additional use in the treatment of hypervascularized tumors and

1. About DC Bead  

DC Bead contains hydrophilic microspheres (beads) made from cross-linked polyvinyl alcohol polymer. As a 

vascular embolization device, it is injected via catheter into targeted blood vessels to achieve selective 

embolization. Due to the beads being both microscopic and uniformly spherical, DC Bead allows for sustained 

embolization of targeted blood vessels based on vascular diameter and tumor size, with each embolization 

procedure confirmed through endoscopic observation of the targeted vessels. The device is available within 

Japan in three bead sizes (100-300 μm, 300-500 μm, and 500-700 μm) so that an appropriate bead size can be 

selected based on vascular diameter, tumor size and extent of intended embolization in the targeted blood vessel.
